In 2009, the Station Fire,
the largest in Los Angeles County history, burned 155,000 acres and killed
two firefighters. The arsonist has not been found. Recently, an arsonist was
sentenced to death for the Esperanza wildland fire in Riverside County, which
killed five firefighters.

During the two years spent writing this compelling mystery novel, Mr. Kamm
attended the CalFire Wildland Arson Investigation Academy, joined
investigators from the Los Angeles County Fire Department's Arson
Investigation Unit, and met with an arson profiler at the ATF and other law
enforcement officers.

RED FLAG WARNING was awarded three FIRST PLACE prizes for mystery
fiction in 2010.
